prestigious Dance Under the Stars Choreography Festival and 26 Lester Horton Dance Award
nominations with four awards for achievement in choreography, costume, music and lighting design.
She was honored with a Distigguished Alumni Award from her alma mater, Ohio University, and was
the recipient of a Long Beach Public Corporation for the Arts Fellowship and an Excellence in Arts
Award from the City of Torrance for her contributions to the community through her “Dancing with
RKDC” residency program. RKDC has been awarded numerous grants through their 20 year history.
Most notable include a 2019 National Endowment for the Arts grant to tour their work “Far From
Home;” a California Community Foundation Grant for strategic planning in 2015 and multiple grants
from the Los Angeles County Department of Arts and Culture, Wichita Arts Council and the Kansas
Creative Arts Industries Commission. Additionally, the company has been awarded Echo Grants from
Time Warner, Inc. and grants from the Los Angeles County Arts Commission, Torrance Cultural Arts
Commission, the Arts Council of Long Beach, Durfee Foundation, Center for Cultural Innovation, Bill
Graham Foundation, and the Arts Council of Torrance. In 2014, the company received a $15,000
grant from the Mid-America Arts Alliance, being one of only 2 dance companies in the six-state
MAAA region to receive the award. g
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
